For the weapons of our warfare are not of the flesh but have divine power to destroy strongholds. We destroy arguments and every lofty opinion raised against the knowledge of God, and take every thought captive to obey Christ. 2 Cor 10:4-5
1. The Biblical Basis of Contending with Satan

The Resurrection proclaims “He lives---and that for ever”; The Exaltation proclaims “He reigns—and that forever”…To be at someone’s right hand is to be in the position of special honor and privilege. In the Old Testament the Lords right hand is the position of favour, victory, and power. For Christ, then, to be seated at God’s right hand meant sharing the Father throne. Although Ephesians will later assert that God has seated believers with Christ in the heavenly realms, significantly there is no mention of their being seated at “his right hand”. Christ’s exalted status cannot be shared. Angels stand or fall in worship in God’s presence; the exalted Son sits” P.T OBrien referring to Murray Harris’ book “Raised Immortal”
