2. The Ultimate Person (Matt 22:41-46)

“In the translation of Biblical terms referring to God, the ESV takes great care to convey the specific nuances of meaning of the original Hebrew and Greek terms. God the maker of heaven and earth introduced himself to the people of Israel with a special, personal name, whose consonants are YHWH. The exact pronunciation of YHWH is uncertain, because the Jewish people considered the personal name of God to be so holy that it should never be spoken out loud. Instead of reading the word YHWH, they would normally read the Hebrew word “Adonai” (Lord). The ESV usually renders the personal name of God (YHWH) with the word LORD (printed in capitals). The more general name for God in Old Testament Hebrew is “elohim” which is normally translated as God.” ESV Translation Committee Preface
“The Messiah is more than David’s son, for as the one enthroned at Yahweh’s side he is also David’s Lord. Thus the concept of Messiah is elevated from that of a special human being to one who uniquely manifests the presence of God thereby justifying the extravagant claims made by Jesus, or concerning him, earlier in the gospel” Grant Osbourne, Matthew, p.829
